While 
this may seem kindhearted, 

it really is not. Consider 
this: What goes up must 

come down.  

  There has been a lot of 

information in the news 

lately about lead: lead in 

the water, lead in  pipes, 

lead in paint, lead in air-

plane fuel, etc. However, 

an area that isnõt often 

mentioned is the lead 

that is contained in  fish-

ing tackle. For years, 

leaded sinkers and lures 

have been littering our 

waterways and causing 

problems for wildlife. In 

spring of 2015, through a 

grant from the USDA 

Rural Utilities Division, 

The Green Teamõs Rural 

Recycling Education & 

Awareness Program 

(RREAP) launched an 

Earth-friendly fishing pro-

ject that included remov-

ing leaded fishing tackle 

from the environment. 

Thankfully, the idea was 

well-received and RREAP 

is continuing to promote 

the project.
